Really nice nose, a bit reserved, with an elegant touch of oak, sweet appley scents, pears, white flowers and some fresh herby notes - almost like sprigs of thyme and sage, and just the slightest hint of mineral. Again, there was a sense of 2009 ripeness on the bouquet, but this was pretty well controlled. There was a lovely feel on the palate, with well-integrated acidity giving a lovely sense of poise and balance, good body with plenty of depth, and rather delicious white fruited notes with bits of citrus.”  92 Points !
