Site:
Les Charnieres is situated immediately east of Savigny-les-Beaune village, on the steepening slopes below the Chenove wood and the Les Talmettes climat.
Vines:

Pinot Noir

Age:

45 years (half of the parcel) and 22 years (half of the parcel) 

Yield:

Strictly limited at 40ha/hl

Soil:

Composed of silt, clay and brown marls (limestone).
Vinification:
Handpicked, with selection for only healthy unbroken grapes. Crop is entirely destalked. Pinot is cold soaked for 2 days prior to vat maturation for an entire 12 day period. Cap is punched twice daily, with one ‘pumping over’, whilst the temperature of fermentation is between 25 and 30°C.   15% of the unfinished wine matures in new oak for 10 months, with the remainder in neutral oak.
Tasting Notes
Highly aromatic with violets, raspberries, cherries, currants and an appealing creaminess. The palate reveals a lovely creamy concentration of soft fruits – raspberries, loganberries, wild strawberries and still the aromatic intensity; a long finish and promise of further complexities evolving.
