Age:		Planted in 1990
Yield:		30hl/ha, 2,200 bottles produces
Site/Soil:           Shallow red clays over limestone.


Vinification:	Harvested by hand and sorted by the vines, the grapes are 100% de-stemmed before being placed in an open oak cask. Maceration and wine-making last between 15 and 18 days. Cap-punching and recoopering are carried out daily during the alcoholic fermentation.  It is aged in oak barrels, 30% of which are new, for 16 to 18 months. The malolactic fermentation is carried out to 100%.

” A cool and admirably pure nose features notes of red pinot, dark currant, floral and an exuberant spiciness that are trimmed in a discreet application of wood. There is good vibrancy and excellent delineation to the highly seductive flavors that deliver very fine length on the silky and velvet-textured finale. This is not super complex at present but the underlying material is such that more will almost certainly develop over time and my predicted range offers the benefit of the doubt in this regard” (2014 vintage) 94/2026+
